This Centralised Filter provides connections via
sockets on the front of the unit for your telephone
and ADSL modem. Connections at the rear are
also provided for hardwiring both the telephone and
the ADSL circuits to remote sockets. Typically this
device is useful when the ADSL modem is a
significant distance (>5m) from the ‘NTE5’ masters
socket into which the centralised filter fits.

The ADSL circuit is provided on the blue IDC connector
on the pins labelled A and B. You should connect only
one slave socket, of type RJ11/45 or ADSL-FFP85D, to
pins A and B. Use twisted pair cable (Cat5 or telephone
cable) and ensure NO other sockets or equipment are
connected except the ADSL modem.

You should carry out all instatlation work on wiring
and i ' before making the final connection
to the Linebox.

The instructions in this leailet expiain how to connect your telephone voice exten-
sion wiring inside the ADSL adaptor.

To start, loosen the iwo screws visible on the front of the Linebox and remove
the front cover. If extension wiring is already in place on the telephony frontplate

then the cable tie
must be carefully
cut and the existing
wires cut as close
to their connecior
as possible.

Add a screwdriver and sorme wire cr-
ters, plus a little of your spare time
and you're all set 0 go.

Your relsphone can be plugged into
the right hand socker of your ADSL
adepror and vhe connection 0 your
ADSL equipment in the left hand
socket, via an R¥45 or R¥11 plug. With extra sockets, telephones and a
new data connection in your howe you
really can ger a lot more out of your

telephome line.

Surface Mounted,

If your Linebox is surface mounted, you can
choose one of two holes in the back box for the
cable to feed through to the front cover. Do not
use the other entry points.

Remove the plastic plug covering the cable
entry point by applying pressure from the inside,
and feed encugh cable through the entry point
o enable the connections to he made easily.

Flush mounted.

When the Linebox is flush
mounted there is a groove in
the centre of the lower edge
to accommodate the cable
when replacing the cover.

Separate the coloured
wires and then use the
special wiring tool te con-
nect each of the wires to
the correct terminal (see
overieaf) on the back of
the front cover, as shown.
Haold the tool upright,
directly above the connec-
tor, press down firmly -
this will make the connec-
tion.

Secure the cable to the post in the
centre of the new front cover by
using the cable tie provided - loop it
round the cable and post, da it up.
Hold the 1ail of the cabie tie and cut
off the excess. Ensure the buckie to
the cable tie is on the top.

Surface mounted.
Before replacing the front cover coil
the spare cable into the recess.
Then carefully replace the front
cover and tighien the two screws.

Flush mounted.

Ensure that the cable fits into the
grove in the middle of the lowsr
&dge with the spare cabie coijed
into the recess. Replace the front
cover dnd tighten the two screws.

¥ you have WHITE wire with
ORANGE rings, do not connect
this. It is not required for operation
of your telephone.

Make sure_ that it is lnot your tefephone that is at fault. Rermnove the front cover
from the Linebox; this disconnects your wiring from the telephone line.

Plug your telephone into the test socket and make a
cail. If you are able t
a call, then the fault lies in your ' Y sl tomake

wiring. Thoroughly check your witing
and do not reconnect ta the Linabox
untif any fault is corrected.
